The Boulevard

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5 BREC Bluebonnet Swamp 
Nature Center

Have an adventure in a pristine 65-acre cypress-
tupelo swamp and an upland hardwood forest with 
dramatic ravines. The two ecosystems are linked by 
a series of walking trails and boardwalks for explora-
tion and magnificent views. Wildlife includes yellow-
crowned night herons, owls, hawks, raccoons, foxes, 
bobcats, snakes, turtles and alligators.

6 Historic Highland Road
Aside from being extraordinarily scenic with its can-
opy of aging live oaks and dramatic Spanish Moss, 
Highland Road is rife with popular restaurants, hang-
outs, shops and boutiques—and lined with some of 
the most magnificent homes in Baton Rouge.

7 Mount Hope Plantation

The oldest elegant home on Highland Road is Mount 
Hope Plantation, built by German immigrants some-
time between 1790 and 1817, depending on whom 
you ask. Greek Revival architecture, spacious lawns, 
oak trees and colorful flora make it a favorite for 
weddings, receptions and overnight stays at the bed 
and breakfast.
